We will install our soil tubes this week, but we have a concern. We installed a couple of prototype
tubes and we found that the soil inside the tubes became compressed during the installation process
and ended up being about 3-4 cm lower than the soil around the tubes. | have attached a photo. (The
tube is approximately level with the ground on the outside.) | assume that as the tubes were pounded
in, roots that spanned the diameter of the tube were pressed downward by the tube edges before being
cut, and this resulted in compaction of the soil below. Anyone else have this happen? Should we be
concerned? (We have asked our shop to sharpen the outer edge of the tubes; maybe that will help.)
